FORMATION OF LEGAL CONSCIOUSNESS IN MODERN EPOCH

Introduction. Philosophical and legal teachings of the modern era were the first impetus for change in social consciousness and in the
social structure of the Western European community. The aim and the tasks. The aim of the article is to study the process of formation
of social legal consciousness in the Modern period. Research methods. The general methodological approach of the study was the
socio-philosophical theory, which allows us to consider the process of formation of social legal consciousness as a specific social
phenomenon of the Modern era. Research results: The thesis is substantiated that the process of formation of modern legal
consciousness was progressive, associated with the formation of law. The first phase of the formation of legal consciousness was
associated with legal liberalization, which consisted in ensuring individual rights and freedoms. The second phase involves the political
liberalization, or democratization, of society, which consolidates the legal phase and ensures that every individual has the right to follow
the established legal procedures and to have an access to the rights. The third phase was based on economic or market liberalization,
which contributed to free economic development on the basis of legal and political liberalism. Discussion. Modern philosophical
doctrines have influenced the formation of modern views on human rights, freedom and equality of individuals under the law, the
supremacy of law and more. They were not just a system of theoretical postulates, but due to their realistic orientation brought the
theoretical foundation under the ideology of bourgeois-capitalist society, becoming the basis for the formation of modern legal
consciousness of consciousness. Conclusion. The process of the formation of modern legal consciousness was progressive in nature,
associated with the formation of law.

HUMAN AND NATURE IN THE PHENOMENON OF ROBINSONADE

Introduction. Artistic images of the past and present characters’ life and work, which the help of visual means with, reflect general
philosophical laws are of significant importance for the study of the problem of nature and man, including the individual level. In this
regard, it is relevant to expand the research base for the socio-philosophical study of the issues of the nature and society relations by
including literary works in the analysis, clarifying the socio-philosophical significance of their ideological content. The aim and tasks are
the analysis of the individual — natural environment interaction in the ideological context of the artistic work of D. Defoe «The Adventures
of Robinson Crusoe». Research methods. The methodological basis of this study is the theoretical foundations of the dialectical
approach in the nature — society interaction, in particular, the features of its manifestation at the level of an individual, dialectics of the
individual and the general, as well as the philosophical aspects of science, socio-cultural development, and public communications.
Research results. The constant plot line of D. Defoe's work is rational and creative work, which allowed the hero to overcome the first
difficulties of life on the island and create acceptable living conditions for himself. At the individual-local level, Robinson, as a public
person, in the process of his activities contributes to the gradual expansion of the existing framework of the geographical environment
through the accumulation of artificial elements and new properties in it. Labor for the individual acts as a socializing and civilizing
moment, which contradicts the concept of the phenomenon of Robinsonade with the idealization of the man and nature relations. Socio-
philosophical aspects of the man — nature interactions are associated with the problems of communication both with the environment
and himself, "autocommunication". Discussion. Within the framework of the social method of nature — society interactions, the activity
of an individual takes place as a product of his era. Robinson is a typical example of such an active individual interacting with the
environment on the basis of certain principles and experience. First of all, this is a personal experience of management, which was
applied during a secluded stay on the island, the process of spiritual formation of a hero, where trials and the struggle for survival are
integral stages of this process of personal growth, as well as the paradigm of a rational attitude to nature as a source of resources for
humans. Conclusion. Labor is the main process in the man — nature interactions. The content of Robinson's individual labor, being in
the general context of the social labor of the era, was characterized by the lack of expression of contradictions through the
implementation of activities exclusively alone with nature. Rational and creative labor, which occupies one of the central places in the
novel, allowed the hero to overcome the first difficulties of life on the island and create acceptable living conditions for himself.
