The article considers the possibilities of applying the Attention Restoration

Theory (ART) in the process of architectural and landscape planning of university
campuses. The relevance of the study is due to the need to create an educational
space that supports the psycho-emotional health of students, reduces the level of
mental fatigue and helps to increase academic motivation.

Purpose. The purpose of the study is to develop a structured functional-spatial
model of the university environment with the integration of psychological, environ-
mental, architectural and educational components.

Methodology. The methodological basis is the analysis of literary sources, the
layout of the structural blocks of the paradigm of spatial development of HEIs, as well
as a comparative study of examples of architecture of Ukrainian universities.

Results. The result is the creation of a model of functional-planning organiza-
tion of university campuses based on ART, which takes into account four key compo-
nents: "being apart”, “expansion”, “attractiveness” and “adaptability”. Structural and
instrumental solutions for the implementation of ART in the practice of spatial plan-
ning of higher education in Ukraine are proposed. The concept of applying Attention
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Restoration Theory (ART) in the architectural and planning organization of univer-
sity campuses is based on the idea that university space should not only provide the
functional needs of the educational process, but also be an environment of mental
restoration, stimulation of natural attention, and reduction of anxiety. The basis of
the concept is the integration of the provisions of Attention Restoration Theory (ART)
in the architectural and planning organization of university campuses in accordance
with the principles of sustainable development, ergonomics, a biophilic approach,
and pedagogical efficiency. ART offers the concept of university space not only as
infrastructure, but as an environment that supports mental well-being, reduces fa-
tigue, and stimulates learning motivation. The results can be used in the develop-
ment of architectural concepts for the development of university campuses and strat-
egies for the development of HEIs.

Scientific novelty. The influence of Attention Restoration Theory (ART) on the
formation of university architecture has been studied.

Practical relevance. The results of the study can be used in the diploma de-
sign of architectural complexes of universities, in architectural and design activities.
