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INTERCULTURAL COMMUNICATION AND TOLERANCE IN THE FACE OF GLOBAL THREATS

Introduction. The relevance of socio-philosophical study of intercultural interaction of countries, regions and civilizations in the context of global
challenges and threats exacerbated by the spread of coronavirus COVID-19, through the prism of countries' adherence to the tolerance
principle. The aim is to identify the features of the tolerance principle in intercultural communication of different countries and regions of the
planet in today's global challenges and threats. Research methods. An important methodological tool in the process of philosophical reception
of intercultural interaction is the socio-cultural approach, which the principles of historicism and systematics are subject to, as well as the method
of cultural and semantic analysis. Research results. Studying the peculiarities of the application of the tolerance principle in intercultural
communication in the face of global threats, it is substantiated that states and peoples under given circumstances are unable to implement the
tolerance principle as mutual respect for cultural values of other peoples and civilizations. Most often it is embodied in intercultural
communication as indifference and disinterest in understanding the content of cultural values of other peoples. Discussion. The views of foreign
and domestic researchers on the problems of intercultural communication are studied. It was found that the place of the tolerance principle in
these interactions was not considered by the authors. Conclusion. Based on the classification of different approaches to the interpretation of
the tolerance principle in intercultural communication in the face of global threats, it is found that only on the basis of the tolerance principle to
enrich their own cultural experience through critical borrowing of better cultural values of other peoples cultural and civilizational unity of the
world community being able to respond adequately to global challenges and threats.
