MODERN DYNAMICS OF KNOWLEDGE GROWTH: DIALOGICAL UNDERSTANDING

From the point of view of practical activity introduction states that several models of the capital of knowledge functioning have been
formed in the field of modern socio-economic sciences as an example of being of the "economic man", which has become a
methodological example of classical liberalism. Thus, an important socio-philosophical issue today is the internal national needs to
ensure the transition of socio-economic structures to an innovative type of development of the system of modern scientific knowledge,
the dynamics of its growth and ways of dialogical understanding. The aim of the article is to identify the transformational nature of
modern knowledge as a multidimensional manifestation of social reality. Research methods. The system-logical, historical-
philosophical, socio-cultural and interdisciplinary approaches in their dialectical unity were used to study socio-economic processes. The
uniqueness of the potential of the synergy principle, considered as a method of modeling the strategy of research and educational
practices, and the principle of relevance and social need were presented. Research results substantiate that the opportunities for the
formation of scientific development of the world depend on modern technologies, means of production and capital structure, but the
ability to produce a new set of knowledge belongs directly to man, so the use of human creativity, not "reflection" of reality and natural
production needs to create conditions for scientific value structure. Discussion deals with the research results of the philosophers and
scientists such as P. Drucker, R. Lane, |. Chaika, V. Lukyanets, O. Starovoit. The differences between the results obtained by the author
of the article and the indicated researchers are shown. Conclusion indicates that the radical changes in the system of socio-economic
structures are closely connected with the process of creative transformation of the classical principles of social development into new
principles of functioning of the modern knowledge economy.

BOUNDARIES OF PRIVATE AND PUBLIC IN THE INFORMATION SPACE

Introduction. In modern philosophical discourse, the concepts of public and private are losing their legitimacy, and thus acquiring the
status of obscenity. The aim of the study is to reveal the meaning of the concept of "obscene" as one that demonstrates the
mechanisms of merging private and public. The tasks of the study are to analyse the definition, features and specifics of the private and
public in the philosophical concept of J. Baudrillard and to reveal the meaning of the concept of "obscene". The methodological basis
of the work is the analysis, textual reconstruction and interpretation methods. Discussion. The distinction between private and public
has always been critical for the research format and practical manifestation, in particular, the communication processes of the
information space. The importance of these two elements — private and public — is determined by their status of a special factor and a
socio-cultural background. Jean Baudrillard proceeds from the fact that the concept of the stage, outlined by Irving Hoffmann, is one of
the most important concepts to study the problem of intercultural communication and its organization. The interpretation of the
"obscene" makes it possible to show how much these two elements hide the same traumatic reality that J. Baudrillard himself and
S. Zyzek are actually speaking about. Research results. In Jean Baudrillard's theory, the stage is a place in space where both action
and exciting spectacle take place. Due to the fact that there is no longer a clear distinction between "stage" and "backstage”, there is no
clear idea of the limits of anything. Whether social, or palitical, or theatrical phenomenon — anything has lost its place, and its meaning.
The "backstage" of all these phenomena comes on the scene being actually devalued, and along with it mystery and curiosity to look
"for" depreciates too. This, in turn, leads to the fact that we are not able to determine, to distinguish reality from the show for viewers,
the truth from falsification. The tendency to devalue and blur borders leads to the fact that there is no possibility to draw a line between
public and private space. And as a result, as J. Baudrillard states that one is no longer a performance, the other is no longer a secret.
Excessive informatization and the ubiquity of information networks contribute into the situation described above and increase obscenity.
Modern information networks, being metastatic, constantly anticipate and predetermine the meaning, or rather produce a "dead"
meaning, which acts as a surplus, a supplement, the addition of which is always greater and therefore it turns to be a "prosthesis".
Information is postulated as "obscene", not because it is too much or too meaningful, but because the information itself has become
redundant. Conclusion. Today, a person experiences a forced extraversion of the "internal" and a forced invasion of external, which is
amplified by the information space.
