The global Internet network is actively developing and rapidly increasing its
capabilities, which significantly affects the ability of individuals, social groups and communities to communicate, interact, meet certain social,
economic and other needs. The processes of development and dissemination of information and telecommunication technologies cover all spheres
of public life, which causes significant changes in social interaction, production, leisure of social groups, socialization and education of individuals, as
well as the social structure of society, socio-economic, cultural, palitical relations and more.
