MORAL AND LEGAL ASPECTS OF THE CONCEPT OF FREEDOM IN P. YURKEVYCH'S PHILOSOPHY

Introduction. The problem of correlation between the moral and legal aspects of freedom has been topical at all times. Its modern
consideration is impossible without taking into account the heritage of previous generations of thinkers. For the first time in the history of
Ukrainian philosophical thought the problem of freedom was raised by P. Yurkevich, a student of the Kyiv Theological Academy. The
aim and tasks are to reveal the content of the moral and legal aspects of freedom in the philosophy of P. Yurkevich and to establish the
features of the correlation between them. Research methods are general methodological principles of historical philosophic analysis,
system-structural approach, method of textual analysis, hermeneutic means of interpretation and the method of categorical-conceptual
analysis. Research results. It is shown in the article that P. Yurkevich reviews the problem of human freedom in connection with the
socio-political and spiritual-religious features of different epochs, accentuating the importance of Christianity associated with the
discovery of the spirituality of the human person. Discussion. Since the Ukrainian philosopher considers the autonomy of human’s will
to be the basis of man’s moral freedom, the differences in the views of |. Kant and P. Yurkevich on the idea of autonomy are
demonstrated. The content of the main types of freedom and responsibility is revealed. It was found out that for P. Yurkevich the idea of
moral equality should be the basis of the doctrine of law, and the fundamental basis of the legal aspect of freedom should become its
moral aspect. Conclusion. The basis of P. Yurkevich's understanding of the moral and legal aspects of freedom is grounded on the
ideas of Christian humanism and universalism. In the thinker’'s philosophy, the freedom is, on the one hand, a necessary element of
human existence, and, on the other, an indicator of the maturity of the moral sphere of human being, an essential characteristic of the
individual. At the core of the inconsistency between the moral and legal aspects of freedom there is the contradiction between the idea
of human and human-citizen. Just as the idea of human being is primary to the human-citizen, so the moral aspect of freedom must
become the fundamental basis of its legal dimension.

LONELINESS IN THE MODERN MAN’S COMMUNICATIVE PROCESS

Introduction. The problem of loneliness of an individual has passed through the entire cultural history of the mankind, making up an
important part of the sociocultural experience of society. The phenomenon of loneliness is the subject of scientific, philosophical and
artistic reflections. The modern era with rapid development of the communicative environment and the total spread of new
communication means is not remaining uninvolved. Today, the phenomenon of loneliness of individuals is increasingly manifested in
society, in electronic social networks with dramatic psychological experiences, which makes it necessary to study the characteristics of
the information space, its prevalence and impact on the conditions of individual and social communication. Aim and tasks. The aim of
the article is to analyze the current specifics of the phenomenon of loneliness, in particular, “loneliness in the network” primarily as an
integral part of social and communicative processes. Results. Socio-philosophical aspects of the modern manifestation of the
phenomenon of loneliness provide for its consideration primarily as a social phenomenon. In this case, the situation of an individual's
loneliness is analyzed not in conditions of utter isolation, but in human society, which paradoxically can act as a medium for the
formation of such a phenomena. On the one hand, one can observe the formation of new forms of communicative interaction and
communicative processes, in which the modern person becomes more “technically accessible” to maintain social contacts in the
network space, regardless of his direct presence. On the other hand, the existential problem of the loneliness of human being in the
world, the acuity of his individual sensation and perception, is being updated in a new way. Discussion. In the social aspect, the
problem of modern loneliness is associated with the phenomenon of alienation of a person and with the search for ways to overcome it.
The phenomenon of alienation as a product of the process of objectification by man of his own essential forces leads to a fetishization of
social relations that are not controlled by man, they are perceived as alien with the formation of feelings of isolation and loneliness.
Conclusions. Features of the modern manifestation of an individual’s loneliness, including the phenomenon of loneliness in networks,
are considered as a part of social and communicative processes. There is a change in the forms of communicative interaction, which
corresponds to a historical change in the social nature of man. The “network” model of interpersonal communications is confronted with
a real model of communication between individuals, creating contradictions. Overcoming these contradictions should be connected with
the issue of humanization of social relations and the growth of the spiritual level of participants in communicative processes.
