THE SEMANTICS OF CALENDAR WINTER HOLIDAYS IN UKRAINE OF THE END OF THE XX C.

Introduction. The article examines the semantics of winter calendar holidays, the dynamics of their changes in modern Ukrainian
society. The aim and tasks. The aim of this article is to analyze the semantic aspect of the ritual complex of winter holidays. Research
methods. The study uses cultural-historical and socio-cultural approaches. Hermeneutic, analytical-deductive, phenomenological
methods allow to reveal the dynamics of changes in the rituals of winter holidays in modern Ukrainian society. Research results. The
author notes that the period of the winter solstice, the end of one calendar year and the beginning of the next has long been perceived
and is perceived by the public consciousness and subconscious as a certain bifurcation point, a period in which the system can either
fall into chaos or shift to a new, higher and better level. Therefore, the tendency to ritualize social and individual behavior intensifies in
moments that were perceived and are perceived as periods of transition, bifurcation. The period of formation of the independent
Ukrainian state was perceived as such a transitional period in the public consciousness. In fact, in such moments the nation has always
felt and still feels the need for consolidation, for the demonstration of its own existence and national cultural self-determination. Semiotic
and semantic aspects of the rituals of winter holidays provided an adequate form of expression, met social and individual needs. Rituals
of winter holidays seem to reproduce the return to the beginnings, the creation of a new, better, return to life, rebirth. Discussion.
Determinant in the cultural-philosophical understanding of the sign systems of culture, including holidays, is the information-semiotic
concept. This concept was proposed at the Slavic Congress in 1973 by V.V. Ivanov, Yu.M. Lotman, O.M. Pyatigorsky, V.M .Toporov,
B.Ya. Uspenskyi. Ukrainian scientists have made a significant contribution into the development of the problem of calendar holidays,
semantics, and symbolism of the festive and ceremonial complex of traditional and modern Ukrainian culture. Conclusion. The article
emphasizes that the revival of the ritual complex of traditional winter holidays has become a clear manifestation of the desire to revive
national values, national culture in general, reaching a new level of national development in both social and personal dimensions.
