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human existence, embodying the conscious will. This situation means that the human will fully manifests itself in the fact that man does
not consciously focus on the repressive circumstances of life, which dictate the need to perform certain social actions. On the contrary,
such circumstances are perceived, comprehended, morally evaluated and transformed into internal motives of human life. Discussion
deals with the historical context of the formation of the category of freedom in the classical philosophical tradition, which is actually
represented by a conceptual understanding of free will. Freedom within the philosophy of power, defines the latter as the possibility of
external goal-setting of another subject - these ideas are presented in the works of such philosophers of different historical periods as
M. Weber, T. Hobbes, K. Marx, T. Parsons, B. Spinoza and etc. Particular attention is drawn to R. Niebuhr’s theory of "irony of history",
which demonstrates the idea of reducing freedom to freedom restrictions from "necessity". The modern interpretation of the concept of
human freedom very often has the character of an intellectual discussion due to the positioning of freedom through such duality as
"autonomy and freedom", "freedom and equality", "freedom and human rights" and so on. Such approaches are represented in the
works of such leading philosophers of the world as K.-O. Apel, D. Bell, I. Berlin, J. Habermas, M. Heidegger, N. Luhmann, P. Reeker,
J. Rawls, A. Hayek, E. Fromm, and many others. Conclusion indicates that the result of our research on the realization of the ideal of
freedom in the realities of modern democratic society is the theoretical design of the following basic approaches: firstly, the existential
interpretation of freedom is recognized, secondly, the communicative preconditions for the existence of freedom in society are
presented, i.e. it can be achieved in real life in contrast to the phenomenon of freedom. Such modern communicative conditions can be
autonomous social-communicative institutions, liberal-democratic state regulation and the existence of civil society with broad legal
powers and established rules of responsibility for all members of society.
