TRANSFORMATION OF UNDERSTANDING OF THE SOCIAL ACTION THEORY AT THE BREAK OF THE MILLENNIUM
Introductionstates thatthe end of the second millennium AD and the shift to the 21st century were marked by significant technological and
ideological changes in the development of the global civilization model. The understanding of the fragility and uniqueness of human life, the
problem of insecurity of our common home, the bizarreness of barriers that artificially divide people are becoming increasingly clear. The
modern version of the historically established theory of social action, the shift of the social action concept to the category of social system in
understanding makes it possible to clarify the motivational nature of the practical choice between life and death in a situation of exacerbation
of global problems, between poverty or the prosperity of one's state in conditions of tough competition in the world economy, also
preservation and multiplication of the socio-cultural parameters of the life of their ethno-national community. Such a radical formulation of
the problem of the nature and essence of communicative actions testifies the formation of a new project of the socio-cultural paradigm,
when a person himself chooses what value of public life to support and what means to achieve his goal to apply. The aim of our article is to
study the semantic transformation of the classical idea of social action to a sound theory of rational communicative action within the general
modernist project. Research methods. Based on the socio-philosophical application of the methodological apparatus of the social action
theory, the methods of systematic and comparative analysis, as well as elements of hermeneutic methodology were used in a specific way.
Methods of systematic research contributed to the study of the value principles of social action in the diversity of their systemic interactions
and subordination of components. The application of the method of comparative research allowed to compare the manifestations of
collective action in different social systems. The hermeneutic approach provides an adequate understanding of the interpretation of the
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ability of a linguistic subject to communicate. Our scientific analysis uses the process of expanding the content in the social action theory of
such methodological principles as polyphony of thought, dialogism and cognitive creativity of language practices. Research results
substantiate thatM. Weber's interest in the social action theory in the late 19th and early 20th centuries is absolutely justified due to the fact
that at that time there was a rapid growth of scientific research in the field of economic research and anthropologists' development on the
formation of cultural principles of development on the example of primitive societies. He defines social action as a unit of social reality, which
acts as its constructing element, and today the procedure of replacing the concept of an abstract individual with the concept of a “social
subject of activity” is taking place. The gradual reformulation of sociology on the basis of the concept of a system instead of the concept of
action formalizes the procedure for replacing the subject with an action, that is, by society itself, which is understood as communication.
Rational opportunities for communicative actions are acquired within the community exclusively, which reaches agreement through the
means of modern argumentation. Discussion deals with the research resultsof such famous thinkers as A. Badiou, M. Weber, J.
Habermas, J. Dewey, E. E. Durkheim, N. Luhmann, T. Parsons, G. Rickert, A. Schopenhauer and many others, whose works are devoted
to the problems of analysis of social reality and activity. Theoretical and methodological analysis of the concept "social activity - spirituality -
culture" is presented in the works of such domestic scientists as E. Gerasimova, L. Drotyanko, A. Ermolenko, S. Krymskyi, O. Polishchuk,
M. Popovych, N. Khamitov and others. The research of these authors is aimed at analyzing human activities in terms of material,
substantive and potential aspects. Conclusion indicates that the basis of the social order is created by the typology of social action, which
has the historical character of its formation and is manifested in various social structures. Hence the idea of combining social and spiritual-
cultural projects of society formation and the process of their implementation and the way of organic combination provides a mechanism for
conceptualizing the whole human existence and social order. The semantic transformation of the classical idea of M. Weber’s social action
into a grounded theory of rational communicative action within the framework of a general modernist project still provides not so much an
explanation of human activity itself, as its mastery of action, as well as the objective world of substantive, actual and potential things.
