ROLE OF THE BODY IN H. BERGSON'S PERCEPTION THEORY AND ENACTIVISM

Introduction states that the issue of perception can be defintely refered to the most unstudied problems of philosophy in the paradigm
of the modern philosophical and scientific circles in Ukraine. This is due to several concepts that interpret perception neither as a feeling
nor as a kind of knowledge. The available outcome of the development of philosophy in the field of the study of perception is just the
increase of the number of its interpretations and false definitions. Henri Bergson's perception philosophy gives rise to a new
interpretation of the active cognition of the world through the body. The founders of the enactive paradigm, namely E. Thompson,
F. Varela, and E. Roche, were able to extend Henri Bergson's philosophical ecosystem of perception. They made a revolutionary
change within philosophy of consciousness by publishing of their work "The Embodied Mind", which restores the explanatory gap
concerning the interaction of consciousness and subjective experience of the body. The aim is to analyze the category of the body as a
fundamental element of perception in the philosophical views of Henri Bergson and the doctrine of enactivism. Research methods
consist of phenomenological reduction, analytical, descriptive, and hermeneutic ones. General scientific principles of historicism,
systematization, unity of history, and logic are also used. Research results demonstrate that H. Bergson considers the body as a
selective apparatus of perception. According to his doctrine, the body acts as an image similar to other images, but the main difference
is that the body chooses the way of giving back what it receives. The result of the research also shows that the action is the basis of
perception and the body becomes its instrument. Discussion reviews the state of affairs within contemporary cognitive studies on the
body from the points of view of the history of philosophy, phenomenology, and cognitivism. Conclusion indicates the determination of
the body that plays a critical role in the synergistic structure of perception. The body acts as a mediator between man’s inner subjectivity
and the outer world of images. With its help, the agent of perception can install perception in reality. It is shown that the embodiment
and interactivity of perception can be delivered by the body exlusively.
