The thinking of the representative of the
ethnos is formed in the process of personality formation, in which it is possible to distinguish stages, which are conditionally correlated with
the degrees of education. Discussion. The problem is not only the preservation of the cultures of the peoples of Ukraine, but also the
involvement of representatives of various ethnic communities in the culture of the Ukrainian people. It is important to find a balance between
the need to learn the features of the Ukrainian culture and preserve their native culture. Conclusion. Activation of the ethnopedagogical
mechanism contributes to the formation of thinking of the representatives of the ethnos, which is the key to preserving their identity.
