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THE PUBLIC SPHERE AND CONTEMPORARY CHALLENGES: SOCIAL-PHILOSOPHICAL ANALYSIS

Introduction. The presence of a public sphere is a defining feature of all democratic societies. With the rise of commercialization,
political intervention, and mass media, especially new media in the late 20th century, the nature of the public sphere has transformed. In
our time, the public sphere is a contradictory and dynamic phenomenon, and the theoretical interpretations in its study are just as
diverse. This is what determines the increased cognitive interest in its analysis.The aim and tasks are to briefly clarify the historical
evolution in the socio-philosophical understanding of the public sphere, to explore the conditions of its recent transformation, and to
formulate contemporary problems and challenges. Research methods. The theory and method of discourse analysis, the method of
comparative analysis, as well as systemic-logical, dialectical, analytical, synthetic, and structural research methods are used.Research
results. In a broad sense, the concept of the public sphere has its roots in ancient Greek philosophical thought and political democratic
culture. In the 20th century, J. Habermas was the first to theoretically substantiate the concept of the public sphere as a space in which
citizens could freely discuss public issues and criticize the government. Discussion. The introduction of new digital media
communications forces us to reconsider the concept of the public sphere, exploring the profound shifts and problems that this space
brings to democratic discourse. J. Habermas notes contradictory trends that indicate, on the one hand, the expansion of access to
information and public openness, but at the same time, lead to the regression of democratic institutions and the degradation of public
communication. Conclusions. Despite criticisms of metaphysicality and empirical inaccuracy from various critics, J. Habermas's
concept of the public sphere retains much heuristic value. It performs a normative and regulatory role in social life, namely, it serves the

cause of solidarization, and integration of people based on rational and collective values.

EFFECTIVE ALTRUISM IN THE CONTEXT OF THE THEORY OF SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT

Introduction. The 21st century saw the birth and implementation of effective altruism, grounded in humanistic and hedonistic philosophies, with
a focus on practical application and impact. The aim is to analyze philosophical and socio-economic theories that contribute to sustainable
social development in the context of globalization processes in the socio-economic and social life of mankind, as well as to determine the role
and place of effective altruism in solving the problems of hunger, poverty, epidemics, etc. Research methodology covers historical-
philosophical, scientific-systemic, hermeneutical approaches, as well as theoretical foundations of the dialectical approach to the interpretation of
phenomena. Research results. Contemporary thinkers have proposed the theory of sustainable development as the most promising future
ideology, aimed at ensuring civilizational progress and a decent life for all, addressing the failures of past ideologies to achieve balanced
development. P. Singer argues that helping others is a moral duty, emphasizing that assistance should continue until it risks causing harm to the
giver (Singer 2015, 13). This approach has inspired the philosophy of “effective altruism," a global movement since 2012, focused on
maximizing aid to those in need and tackling poverty, hunger, and epidemics worldwide. Discussion. Singer's works emphasize the need for a
new ethical and philosophical framework: effective altruism, rooted in moral intuitions and two-level utilitarianism. This concept defends
rationalism in ethics, prioritizing moral guidelines derived from reasoning over intuitionism, and aims to minimize suffering for the greatest
number of people. Effective altruism employs a two-tiered moral approach: an "everyday moral code" for personal decisions and a "universal
moral code" for global challenges. As a philosophy and social movement, it focuses on evidence-based strategies to maximize impact,
addressing issues such as global poverty, animal welfare, and long-term human survival through actions like financial donations, career choices,
and working with effective charities. Conclusions. The analysis of the idea of effective altruism in the context of the theory of sustainable
development made it possible to find out the reasons for its emergence on the basis of globalization processes and to provide it with a socio-
philosophical justification. An attempt has been made to find answers to a number of questions concerning the ways of overcoming the dangers
and risks of civilizational and planetary levels.
