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speaker (author of the predtext and the author of journalistic material) and
recipient (mass addressee). Certified quotes include reference in the text to
the author or citation source. Not certified quotations submit without sources
specifying, they belong to the precedent statements, mostly they are proverbs
with folk origin and they don’t need any certification. Allusions (certified
and not certified, depending on the availability of information about the
author and predtekst) manifest precedent texts, communicative situations and
they are verbal representant frames being "hub coupling" between the texts.
They point to an association between texts and realize dialogic, not only
verbal, but also on the figurative level. The main feature of allusions is the
presence of rod image around which both texts are based - the original text
and that one which was created by a journalist, it becomes possible by
semantic weight and image key of role in both texts. Centonic texts
constitute a set of different intertextual elements - quotations and allusions,
they both refer to various precedent texts and communicative situations,
setting the stage for language game which requires the author's awareness of
precedent texts and skills for they successfull combine to diversify text, but
not to overload. Centonic texts are often rather primitive implement in
newspaper articles they just combine allusions and quotations within one text
item. They are more characteristic of artistic speech, particularly the works
of writers-postmodernists that sometimes consist of a continuous quotations
combined in communicative space.

This report analyzes the dialogic relationship between the newspaper
text and the text-source, their expression of markers in the text by which the
set of character interaction was found, there was defined the patterns of its
implementation, nuclear and peripherals explikation of expression of textual
dialogue in main newspaper text.

of Olyanytsya, p. of M. Stratiyivka Trostyanetskogo district Vinnytsya
region)

The article is sanctified to research of microtoponyms (names of small
mountains, tops, slopes, fields, ravines, wells, beams and others like that) of the
inhabited items of Trostyanetskogo of district of the Vinnytsya area. Lexico-
semantic nature of base basis of microtoponyms is investigational. Certainly,
that among the writtenin names most productive from the methods of word-
formation is a morphological method of making up words, namely suffix. The
lexical features of geographical objects are found out. Lexico-semantic groups
after that classification of material is carried out are Set, namely:
vidapelyatyvni microtoponyms, vidantroponimni microtoponyms,
vidtoponimni microtoponyms.

A most group is presented by the microtoponyms vidapelyatyvnoho origin,
namely derivatives are from the names of plants. Such sub-groups are
distinguished also, as: at the place of location, after a structure and character of
soil, names related to the method of till of earth, names that specify on the ways
of report, derivatives from appellative of the personal and impersonal names,
names, that find out hydrological properties of territories, microtoponyms,
derivatives from the names of animals, on denotation of numbers. Considerably
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less is a group of the names of vidantroponimnoho origin, and the least group is
presented by vidtoponimni.

Except common noun, the proper names came forward as a formative base
of microtoponyms of Trostyanetskogo of district, in particular antroponimni
and toponimni.

Among the names there are the real names, nicknames and last names of
people, that before lived on this territory. Among the fixed geographical objects,
a far is presented by those that is built on the base of bases of the last names
and nicknames.
