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Christianity has a direct bearing on the decorations, because in the era of Kiev
Rus objects from these materials, adorned formal wear, eyeglasses icons,
everyday objects, buildings, were ornaments of the body, and the like.
Lexemes are associated in the texts of the era of Kiev Rus with the cult of
Christianity, despite the fact that combined elements of Christian and pagan
symbolism. In the texts studied era appear descriptions of Church buildings and
their decoration. The main value of studied words is «cross» combined with
other meanings: «a sewn decorationy; «the symbol of the Christian faith»; «the
decoration - the amulet», «Church decoration», «frame» icons. From a
structural point of view for the considered historical period proved to be
productive morphological way of creating words. The emergence of a large
number of options has led to lexical redundancy. Certified a significant number
derivational options, with the greatest activity is marked sufice. Described in
the article the words are ambiguous, but most of them are limited to sporadic
written texts that have reached us.

ANTIUTOPIA AS THE OBJECT OF INTERDISCIPLINARY
INVESTIGATION

This article discloses the theoretical grounding and complex description of
the notion anti-utopia. The analysis of the contemporary ways to understanding
of the phenomenon of anti-utopia and explanation of this concept is carried out
in the article. Many scientists understood it as a literary genre which portrayed
a community or society that is undesirable or frightening. The concept of «anti-
utopia» is included in current dictionaries and encyclopedias as «independent
literary genre» which has a close relationship with the concepts of «dystopia»,
«negative utopia», «cacotopia», «utopian satire», «reverse utopia», «inverted
utopia», «regressive utopia.

The author points out that the interest in the study of anti-utopia as a
specific art form of the twentieth century led to the formation of a number of
approaches to the analysis of the concept of anti-utopia. Such types of
approaches as literary, ideological, cultural, linguistic, aesthetic were analyzed
and compared.

The analyses of the concept anti-utopia results in defining it as a peculiar
kind of communication that accounts for the specificity of its realization. The
conclusion has been made that anti-utopia as a special genre can be viewed in
several ways. Multiple examining shows that in modern linguistics there is an
approach that integrates theory of genres and discourse studies. The etymology
of genre, or genetic aspect associated with the term «genre memory». It was
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singled out, the starting point in the formation of utopia and anti-utopia is
science fiction. Since genetic aspects traditionally associated with syntax of the
genre, its structural features of its composition. The semantics of the genre is a
communicative aspect that includes system settings. In this context, genre is
presented as «a specific type of communication», the type of communication,
the type of cultural correlation of man and the world. The normative aspect is a
morphology of the genre which highlights typical features of the work at the
content, form, function and classification based on their completed works.

The results of this research prove that the definition and poetic of genre
of anti-utopia are closely interrelated with the linguistic interpretation of
semantic, syntactic, pragmatic features of its formation. The author proves the
fact that the contemporary view on functional and communicative paradigm
gives possibility to consider the text of anti-utopia as a written communicative
formation as a discourse and provides a detailed description of its main
distinctive features.
