THE CONCEPT OF “CHILD” IN THE
LITERATURE OF AMERICAN ROMANTI-
CISM: PECULIARITIES OF ACADEMIC
PERCEPTION

The article is an attempt of systematizing
approaches to the problem of the concept of “child”
representation in American fiction. The two basic
vectors of academic research are under considera-
tion: investigating the child’s image as a philosoph-
ical construct with the aim of getting information
about national mentality; and identifying the influ-
ence of fictional images on young recipients. In the
context of the first approach we outline the main
tendencies of the revision of the romantic concep-
tion of “child” / “childhood” by modern literary
criticism. In the context of the second we accentu-
ate the necessity of taking into account child-ori-
ented discourse data when analyzing the concept of
“child”.

CONCEPT OF “CHILD” IN LITERA-
TURE OF AMERICAN ROMANTICISM:
SPECIFICS OF ACADEMIC PERCEPTION

The notion of “child” has always been a
metaphorical symbol of American nation. Since the
foundation of the first settlements the identity com-
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ponent has become a part of the concept under
study and keeps evolving, gaining special connota-
tion in the period of Romanticism. However,
despite the stable scientific interest both in the aes-
thetics of the 19th century American literature and
in Victorian classics for children, it was only the
second part of the 1990s when a number of papers
by such scholars as M.J. Hurst, C.F. Levander, R.
Bernstein, etc. manifested the beginning of a new
era in American child’s image investigation.

C. Levander and C.J. Singley (Levander &
Singley, 2003) identify the two main research vec-
tors: exploring the image of the child as a philosoph-
ical construct with the aim of getting information
about national mentality and detecting the influence
of fictional images on real young recipients. If the
second vector with its distinct psycho-pedagogical
connotation confines the sphere of research material
mostly to the samples of child-oriented (or adapted)
works, the first one, absorbing all variants of literary
children’s representations, reaches the horizons of
almost unlimited interdisciplinarity.

The first approach can be illustrated by C.
Levander’s standpoint. Interpreting the child’s
image as a powerful tool of national rhetoric, the
scientist emphasizes its ability to establish “a logic
of racial difference that linked slavery to black bod-
ies and liberty to white ones in order to found the
nation (Levander, 2004, p. 224)”. C. Levander uses
the cultural metaphors of “an ideal freedom-loving
Anglo-Saxon descendant” and “a poor homeless
African son” to prove the fact of parallel image
manipulation by the representatives of dominant
and dependant races. Thus the role of the concept of
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“child” can be defined as crucial in the process of
constructing national identity on the racial basis.

At the beginning of the 21st century a set of fac-
tors such as destabilization of American nuclear
family combined with the impact of feminist, gen-
der, and postcolonial studies caused the review and
reconstruction of romantic childhood mythology as
too sentimental though socially useful ideological
manifestation (Literature and the Child, 1999). The
works by K. Sanchez-Eppler, J. Mason, S. Honey-
man, A. Sorby demonstrate the peculiarities of this
process, marking the necessity of considering the
category of age along with the traditional categories
of race and gender when analyzing a piece of fic-
tion. One can notice the relation of three of the four
books to the field of children’s literature. It corre-
sponds with C. Levander’s requests of bearing in
mind the mechanisms of child-oriented fiction
when analyzing the child as a concept.

Despite the wide spectrum of studies in
American children’s literature the basic tendencies
can be traced. Not mentioning general theoretical
problems — a separate, specific and too broad
area, — among the most common are the issues of
history, gender aspects, psycho-pedagogical factors
of the child-and-fiction interaction, media impact
on a young recipient’s upbringing, children’s litera-
ture and the market demands, etc.

All the components of children’s literature
research process are interrelated, all are connected
with sociology and realized in the form of definite
works’ interpretation.
